Course Overview:

The purpose of this course is to provide the student with a well-rounded survey of World

History. Global History is a TWO (2) year course that concludes with a Regents exam after the

second year.

Class Procedures:

Class begins when the bell rings! NO EXCEPTIONS! Students MUST have a pass if they are

late.

Homework Policy:

Homework is due on the day assigned. NO LATE HOMEWORK WILL BE ACCEPTED!!!!! If you

are absent on the day homework is due, you have until the next class to do that homework. If

you choose not to do it a zero will be given. An extra day will be given for each absence to make

up the missed work. (While in remote learning some lenience will be given for those who are

unable to sit for classes but watch the video. Student must advise me when they will not be in

class)

Electronics Policy:

Grading Policy:

Tests will include Chapter or Unit tests, Research Projects, CRQ’s (Constructed Response

Questions), and formal essays. There will be a minimum of FIVE (5) each quarter.
